[image: ]TGLL is an NSF-funded program at the University of Utah that partners graduate students and faculty from the Departments of Biology, Geology & Geophysics, Atmospheric Sciences and the Natural History Museum of Utah, together with teachers and students from the Salt Lake City School District. Graduate Fellows work 10-15 hours a week with teachers and students to develop hands-on activities that teach the basic principles of scientific investigation while incorporating themes that are relevant to society. K-12 students will learn the science behind these issues, their practical implications, and how individual lifestyle choices scale up to affect the relevant processes on a global scale. TGLL Fellows will serve as scientific role models and mentors to young students at a critical stage of their intellectual and emotional development, and will show them how to become citizen scientists with the outlook and preparation needed to engage productively with complex, emerging environmental issues. 
	Applicants must be graduate students in Biology, Geology & Geophysics, or Atmospheric Sciences and should have a passion for basic science, good communication skills, and the desire to make a difference outside the world of academic research. We are especially interested in recruiting Fellows from underrepresented groups. Like other graduate students, Fellows will pursue their own state-of-the-art research projects. But unlike most graduate students, they will also be trained to excel in conveying both the substance and the excitement of their science to students much younger and less experienced than themselves. 
The fellowship provides a $30,000/year stipend plus tuition and mandatory fees.  Only US citizens and permanent residents are eligible for NSF funding.

If you would like to be considered for a TGLL fellowship, please send a brief letter (2 pages maximum) including your name, discipline, current stage in graduate program (e.g. 2nd year MS student), name of your research advisor, any teaching experience, and a statement about what you can contribute to the TGLL program. Please also send a letter of recommendation from your research advisor and a resume or brief CV.
